The following are clarifications regarding these dependency status questions.

The definition of legal guardianship does not include your parents, even if they were appointed by a court
to be your guardians. You are also not considered a legal guardian of yourself.

You would answer “Yes” if you:

e can provide a copy of a court’s decision that, as of today, you are in legal guardianship or are an
emancipated minor; or if you can provide a copy of a court’s decision that you were in legal
guardianship immediately before you reached the age of being an adult in your state.

You would answer “No” if:

e you are still a minor and the court decision is no longer in effect, or if the court decision was not
in effect at the time you turned 18. OR

e custody was awarded by the courts and court papers say custody (not guardianship).
